Backflow device — Test Annually (Call Louis Sinclair 563-8762)
Y-strainer — Check annually for debris
. Heads — Run system monthly to check for leaks or broken nozzles
Valve covers — Trim grass around cover to expose

Controller — Check seasonally for correct run times
Winter — Run system briefly every 2 weeks if system remains in off position
